MotoTrial Scoring 

HOW MotoTrials ARE SCORED: 

The object of a MotoTrial is to ride a specified 
piece of terrain with entry & exit gates along 
with side boundaries (known as a ‘Section’).   
The rider with the lowest score wins the  
event, just like golf.  Each rider is allowed to  
“Observe” each section before riding it. 
 
PENALTY POINTS: 

 1-pt. Footing once 
 2-pt. Footing twice 
 3-pt Footing more than twice 
 

FAILURES: 

 5-pt Moving backwards 
5-pt Cross or breaking a section boundary 

 5-pt Handlebar touches the ground 
 5-pt Dismounting from the machine 
 5-pt Cross their own tracks 
 5-pt Receive outside assistance in a section 
 5-pt The rider changes the section severity
